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6.   NEW BUSINESS 

 
A. Santa Clara County Controller-Treasurer Dept.  Staff reported that SCC 

Controller had instructed all of its special districts to open individual checking 
accounts to issue warrants.  SCC is currently in negotiations with a new bank 
to replace the Bank of West to handle the County’s banking.  Because the 
County Board of Supervisors wants Districts to implement this immediately, 
staff will research the alternatives and propose a course of action by the next 
meeting. 

 
B. Annexation of Burbank No. 40.  Staff reported that the City of San Jose had 

submitted a notice of intent to annex four parcels and portions of street within 
the District.  All four parcels are owned by the same person(s) and the 
annexation is considered ‘owner initiated’.  Staff reported that the portions of 
San Carlos Avenue, Topeka Ave., and Brooklyn Ave in the proposed 
annexation boundary would connect two previously annexed areas and 
essentially divide the District into two pieces, a portion north of San Carlos and 
the remainder south of San Carlos.  Director Smith noted that the north portion 
would become less than 150 total acres and thus likely to fall under LAFCO’s  
fastrack annexation process legislation.  Staff will research that item.  The 
Board expressed concern that the proposed annexation could open up the 
possibility of the City of San Jose having a greater opportunity to annex large 
parts of the District.  The Board directed staff to prepare a response letter to the 
City stating that they did not wish to waive any rights to protest the annexation.
